Judge’s Notes or Comments:  
*NOTE:  To avoid discouraging students from performing longer, more complex works, credit is given for “Degree of Difficulty” (DD).  DD is assessed prior to the performance by using a word processor to obtain a “characters count” (like a “word count”).  Degree of difficulty is the “characters count” divided by 133, rounded off.  The maximum DD is 15. Thus, beyond 2,000 characters earns no additional DD credit.
